	Head of State: President. 

The President of the Republic of Azerbaijan is the Head of the State. The President is elected for a 5-year term by direct elections. Executive power in the Republic of Azerbaijan belongs to the President. 

On 15 October 2008 Ilham Aliyev was re-elected as the President of the Republic of Azerbaijan. 

The Parliament  (Milli Mejlis) of Azerbaijan consists of 125 members, elected by direct elections for a 5 year term. Last elections were held on November 7, 2010.

Since October 2010 Azerbaijan is no longer subject to the Financial Action Task Force’s (FATF) monitoring process, while it has met its commitments in its Action Plan regarding the strategic Anti-money laundering (AML)/Combating the Financing of Terrorism (CFT deficiencies that FATF had identified in February 2010.

Among 139 countries Azerbaijan ranked 57th in the overall ranking in the Global Competitiveness Report 2010-2011 released by the World Economic Forum. Azerbaijan received 4.3 out of 7-point scale.
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
